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Highway Chile (NL)-On the road again/live (self released 2002) 53.30

Total cult! I'm sorry but I can't find another word for this great band. After a 15 year sleep they joined forces again to do an Holland tour and during two shows in Wychen, on May 18 and 19 of 2002, they recorded this live album. All songs that made them famous are present on this album, from "Going blind" and "Jesse James" til "Bite and anger" and "headbangers" and although the show was directly mixed during the show and no overdubs were used, the sound's very good and transparant. The band's playing very well and you can hear that the members are having fun on stage. Except from the vocals it could easily be the Highway Chile I've seen many times in 1983 and 1984 but original vocalist Armand van der Snikkel isn't part of the band anymore (from the original line-up only drummer Ernst van Ee and guitar player Martin Mens are there). On the one hand that's a pity because that's the type of vocals I remember but on the other hand it's a good thing he has been replaced by Robert Soeterboek (known from the Aeyron projects a.o.) because he's much more technical and gives the music an extra dimension.
