What to expect:

Highway Chile will be performing as a 5 piece band. Orchestration is as follows: Drums, Bass, Lead Guitar, Rhythm Guitar and Lead Vocals
Stageplan:
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Audio Requirements:

Unless agreed on forehand the FOH and Monitor consoles, Outboard Gear (including Inserts and Effects) shall be for the express use of Highway Chile. This equipment is not to be shared with any other support or headline act or for any other purpose. Once the equipment has been soundchecked, it is not to be removed, changed or struck until after Highway Chile’s performance is over. Any deviation on above mentioned has to be discussed on forehand with and agreed by band and FOH engineer.
Soundcheck:
Highway Chile will require a minimum of 60 minutes for soundcheck prior to doors. This 60 minute period begins after all backline gear is in position and operational on stage. All inputs must be line-checked and FOH and Monitor systems must be fully functional and in showready state. It is expected that all sound equipment provided is of professional quality, in perfect working condition, and is accompanied by professional, competent, and pleasant technicians/engineers. A sense of humor doesn’t hurt either. There will be no tolerance for any hiss, buzz, hums, clicks, pops or : Hey … what was that $%@ noise?” in any audiosystem. Highway Chile designated FOH engineer must have access and control over all House EQ, Delay and Crossover settings. (Reallistically, I won’t touch a damn thing other than the EQ.. I just likes to know I can…)

FOH Speaker Systems:

The speaker system provided must be stereo and arrayed to provide hi-fidelity even coverage to every spot in the audience area. Our goal is to be able to achieve 110 dB (A- weighted) for the entire audience area.

Monitor Overview:
A monitor engineer has to be provided by the organization. All bandmembers take full range wedges. Provision of sidefills is mandatory. All monitor gear preferences are outlined below. I strive for a top-notch show for my artist, but I also understand the need for alternatives from a rental/financial  point of view. Rest assured, I am not an unreasonable man. That being said, I request that you call me when you receive this spec; my name is Marcel Nooteboom, my mobile is +31 653785415, and my e-mail is marcel@mamagency.nl. I would be more than happy to discuss both my needs and the needs of the show. Thank you for your time and consideration.
Monitor Console:

I’ll leave the choice of a monitor console to the discretion of the monitor engineer. A minimum of 24 channels has to be taken into account. If by any chance monitoring has to be engineered from front of house position all monitorgroups should have their own 31-channels eq. The FOH-console should have at minimum 8 auxilleries.

If you got something else, I’m sure it’s fine… Call me to talk to me about it though.. I hate surprises. Call for other options.

Sidefill:
To be honest. I’m not a great sidefill lover. Unfortunately, depending on venue/stage, I do need  to put a little low end onto the deck. So if needed, I’ll appreciate if you can provide a stereo sidefill with 2 channel EQ.

Lead GTR (Gert): lead vocal, vocal rhytm GTR (Martin), own GTR, Rhytm GTR (Martin) 

2

Bass (Marshell): own vocal, lead vocal, vocal rhytm GTR (Martin)

3

Lead vocal (Stan): own vocal

4

Rhytm GTR (Martin): own vocal, lead vocal, a little bit of lead GTR, Acoustic GTR

5

Drums (Ernst): all drums, a mix of GTRs and Bass
